The Mountain Valleys RC&D Executive Board met Wednesday April 29, 2009.  

Maurice McAlister, 1st Vice Chairman called the meeting to order and presented the minutes from March 26, 2009 Executive Board Meeting.  After review Richard Smith made a motion to approve the minutes, Drew Brannon made a 2nd to the motion.  Passed.
Meredith Galloway presented the financial report.  Richard Smith made a motion to approve the financial report; Drew Brannon made a 2nd to the motion.  Passed.
OLD BUSINESS

EEP – Cleveland and McDowell – It’s being delayed for now, it looks like it maybe the middle of June before we can get started.  Also, the conservation easements have not yet been signed so there is no use to get contractors involved until we’re for sure the land owners are committed.
Wind For Schools – Is going pretty smoothly, Sundance has not done a good job coming through with their end of the plans.  We will probably not choose to use Sundance in the future for these projects.  Also, the school superintendent realized that he needed one more approval from DPI before we move ahead.  Appalachian State is doing a great job on their part of this project.
UBRWPP - We have finally got all monies separated from CMLC.  We have received approval from DENR to move $25,000.00 in the grant to work on storm water BMP’s.  Altamont gave a proposal first of this week, Russ will meet with Equinox next week.  This is for conducting storm water BMP assessment with the Upper Broad.  We will be choosing one very soon.
STATUS OF GRANT PROPOSALS – Jeff Jennings called from the TTF, they want to fund our application.  They expect they’ll fund this project this time.  However, they lost $22 million to the state so they can’t do all the projects they had wanted to do.  We are also going to reapply to Golden Leaf to piggy back the TTF.  If we get both of these grants Russ wants to hire someone from App State to run the project.  This effort could possibly expand in conjunction with our two neighboring RC&D’s.  
MAY COUNCIL MEETING – This meeting will be at Madison HS on the 28th.  We have asked Heath Shuler to come but we have not heard anything back from his office yet.  This meeting may be big or it may just end up being a regular Council meeting.  We’ll have this meeting catered hopefully have a speaker from Appalachian State on their involvement/progress with the project.  Hopefully, we can get Dr. Scanlin or Quint David.
NATIONAL CONFERENCE – We have received the verbal OK for the coordinators attendance, but not the official work until Friday.  Russ met with Mike a few weeks ago and he said to go ahead and make hotel reservations.

2010 BUDGET – Russ asked the Board if they had any additional item they would like to add to the budget.  No one responded.  If we get the TTF we’ll need to add a salary to the budget for whoever we hire to run the program.  Also, we need to add the retreat to the budget.
Russ spoke to the board about the website and all the work Jennifer has done to get it developed and into operation.  He felt the board should consider a bonus award for Jennifer for the excellent work on the website.  Russell felt that $500.00 might be an appropriate amount.  Richard Smith fully supported this suggestion, the rest of the board were in unanimous agreement with this suggested and unanimously approved it.

Next Council meeting is May 28th, the next board meeting is June 25th..

Drew motioned we adjourn; Richard made a 2nd to the motion.
