The Mountain Valleys RC&D Executive Board met Thursday July 1, 2010.  

Bob Watts, Chairman called the meeting to order and presented the July 1, 2010 (June meeting) minutes.  After review Travis Ringo made a motion to approve the minutes, Drew Brannon made a 2nd to the motion.  Approved.
Bob Carter presented the financial report.  Richard Smith made a motion to approve the financial report; Maurice McAlister made a 2nd to the motion.  Approved.
OLD BUSINESS

EEP –  We still need to repair the trench lines in Cleveland County, the contractor has said he can do this for $1,200.00-$1,500.00.  We have confirmation that the State has completed another easement.  Joe Camp, the contractor, is installing additional line and a tank on another farm in Cleveland County.  In McDowell County, the wells have been dug on Johnny Newton’s farm.
Russell met with Debra Daniels and Julie Cahill of EEP to go over the budget in the contract.  We will be able to revise and add more cost to fencing if we need to.  EEP has said it will reimburse Mountain Valleys for the cost of the repair for the trenches toward the end of the project.

Mars Hill Innovative Storm Water Project – There are some existing problems with this project that need attention, however, the project is almost complete.
TTF – Jess has several more interested applicants.  She is in a position where she needs to get projects on the ground which means focusing on those applicants who seriously want to get it now as compared to trying to find a farm in every county.
Land of Sky Forest Products Project- 2 municipalities are interested in this project, Woodfin and Mars Hill.  This project is to put loggers to work. What Russ envisions now is to hire 2 crews of 4 people each.  The grant can be renegotiated to fit MVRC&D better.  Russ will work with Erica from Land Of Sky to discuss MVRC&D concerns and see if he can renegotiate the grant to MVRC&D’s original intent.
Mike Sugg Visit – Mike came to visit and toured projects with Bob Watts and staff.  

Biloxi Trip – Jennifer took final head count and provided the  last details for the Biloxi meeting.

NEW BUSINESS
New Project Measure– The Wildlife Resource Commission would like MVRC&D to take out 2 dams in the Big Hungry River.  Russ is working with WRC to find funding sources.  Russell proposed this as a project measure to the board.  Richard Smith motioned to accept the proposal; Andrew Brannon 2nd the motion. 
Measures to Discuss- Russell presented a list of old measures that were adopted under the previous coordinator and that were never closed out of the points system.  These measures need to be either marked completed or closed/deleted from the system.  The board was able to provide information on each of the measures that have been completed and the ones that never took off.  Richard Smith and Jim Boggs were able to provide much of this detail.  
Next Council meeting is scheduled for August 24, 2010; Bay Breeze Seafood Restaurant was requested as the meeting place by the Executive Board.
