Meredith Galloway presented the financial report.  Jim Boggs made a motion to approve the financial report; Richard Smith made a 2nd to the motion.  Passed.
OLD BUSINESS

Russell presented information and various prices for the Wired Mouse to set up a website for Mountain Valleys.  Bob and board gave consent to continue efforts to get a website up and running.

Blank application’s for the Circle of Diamonds was passed out to each of the board members to look over and provide their input.  The Circle of Diamonds application is due at the end of January and we need to get it approved at the November meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Board voted to go into a closed session to discuss personnel issues.
Stephen Corliss met with Russell and Jennifer on the 2007-2008 audit process and gave suggestion that Jennifer presented to the board.

Bob, Richard, and others reported on their attendance at the State Meeting in Kitty Hawk.  Next years meeting will be held at the Grove Park in Asheville, NC and will be hosted by Carolina Land and Lakes RC&D.

Russell mentioned the availability of a 26 ft. long smoker that an individual wants to donate to the council.  Russell asked the board if the would want to accept the donation and if so if they would want to lease or sell the smoker.  Richard moved to accept the smoker; Jim made a 2nd to the motion.  Motion carried.
Russell proposed that the Executive Board and the Council consider changes to their by-laws.  These changes would involve how individuals are appointed to the board to possibly allow the council to make direct appointments with out having to go through the commissioners of each county and or the Soil & Water Districts.  He suggested that maybe a sub-committee could be appointed to consider these and or other changes to the by-laws.

NEW MEASURES
Food Waste composting measure is Area wide.  There are potential projects in Buncombe County and Cleveland County, this project was brought to us by Asheville Composting Technologies with Madison County SWCD submitting the request.
Innovative Storm Water Project in Asheville, this involves trying to generate zero storm water discharge from approx. half acre site in Ashville.  A CWMTF grant has been submitted for this project should hear something in Feb. 2009.

Innovative Storm Water Project in Mars Hill, this is part of an existing project working on storm water demonstrations around the Mars Hill Town Hall.  CWMTF grant has been submitted and we should know something in Feb. 2009.

Jim made a motion to accept the 3 new measures above; Richard made a 2nd to the motion. Motion carried.

Richard Smith presented 4 Measure proposals in Polk County

1. Polk County Middle School Storm Water Project

2. Comprehensive Conservation Plan for Polk County High School and Farm

3. Stoney Knoll Community Restoration in Polk County (Good Minority Outreach)

4. Foot Hills Equestrian Nature Center –waste disposal system

Jim made a motion to accept the 4 proposals; Travis 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.

Willis reported on Upper Broad activities they’re presently working on 3 landowner projects.  The Upper Broad committee is also in contact with grantors asking for new directions for their grant contracts.  The Upper Broad committee also has approved the division of county funds between Mountain Valleys RC&D and Carolina Mountain Land Conservancy.

The Board discussed moving the December meeting date, will discuss again at the November Council meeting in McDowell County.
